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4. AWARENESS PROGRAMME ON
CHILD LABOUR

Awareness on Child Marriages "As part of the awareness programs for youth
being conducted from the 5th to the 12th of this month at KTS Government
Degtee College, in commemoration of the upcoming National Youth Day, an
awareness session on child marriages was organized jointly by the Rayadurgam
Mandal Legal Services Committee and the college's NSS and NCC units.
Initiating the discussion, it was stated that according to the law, marriages should
take place only after the prescribed age for both boys and girls, but child marriages
are occurring in violation of this law, which is a legal offense. It was emphasized
that getting married at an age when one is not physically or mentally mature
reflects social backwardness. Vice Principal Dr. K. Lakshminarayana stated that
according to the government law of 2000, child marriage is a crime. He expressed
his regret that child marriages are still taking place despite this.

The chief speakers, advocates Prithviraj, Rajasekhar Reddy, and Kullayappa
from the Rayadurgam Legal Services Committee, addressed the students, saying
that if they learn about the laws and report any child marriages happening in their
areas to the concerned authorities, they would be contributing to the prevention
of child marriages. They added that the main objective of organizing this
awareness program for the youth on the occasion of National Youth Day is for
them to become aware and to create awareness in the society around them. They
stated that marrying off children at a young age due to reasons such as the
approaching death of grandparents is uncivilized. During this event, the students
expressed their doubts and shared instances of child marriages they had
witnessed. Vice Principal Dr. K. Lakshminarayana, NSS Program Officers D.
Narayana, G. Kodandaramulu, Doddannagappa, NCC cadets, and NSS volunteers
participated in this program.
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5. WORK SHOP ON POCSO ACT-2012

Workshop on the POCSO Act: A one-day workshop on the POCSO Act-
2012 was conducted today at K.T.S. Government Degree College. The
resource persons for the workshop were the Rayadurgam Town Circle
Inspector and advocate Ramya Sree. Inaugurating the program, the college
principal, Dr. S. Srinivasulu, addressed the gathering, stating that in the
context of numerous atrocities such as sexual harassment, assaults, and
murders against girls, the government has enacted several laws to provide
protection to girls. He said that the POCSO Act of 2012 is one such law, and
this program was organized with the intention of creating awareness among
the college gitls about this act. He urged the college students to understand
these issues well and become more aware.

Circle Inspector Jaya Naik, addressing the students, provided awareness
about the POCSO Act. He explained that according to this law, enacted in
2012, sexual assault, harassment, and causing injury to women and girls are
crimes, and even a husband committing such acts against his wife's will is a
crime. He advised gitls not to give any opportunities to boys, as giving them
opportunities can lead to dangerous situations, and they should be careful in
this regard.

Another resource person, advocate Ramya Sree, spoke about the POCSO
Act, mentioning that although sections of the Indian Penal Code existed
before this act, and many laws were in place before its enactment...
